This means quite simply that 
everyone who wants a local NHS 
dentist will have one this year.

On the campaigning front, the 
work to ensure that Seascale 
and Bootle surgeries retain their 
right to dispense medicines has 
been a success.   

And finally, this report highlights 
the Prime Minister’s visit to 
Sellafield on 23rd January.     
Gordon Brown was not making a 
mere courtesy visit.  His arrival 
came hot on the heels of the 

dramatic announcement by 
the NDA that Sellafield is now 
nominated as a site for new 
nuclear power stations.

We take a look at the 
significance of the PM’s visit and 
the NDA’s announcement.   And 
we will consider just what it may 
mean for the economy and the 
environment of West Cumbria 
– and the energy future of our 
country.

process, but the Trust’s new 
chief executive Carole Heatly has 
given some clear pointers to her 
own position.

In January she told the 
Whitehaven News: “If I was a 
member of the public, I would be 
saying ‘why are you moving our 
hospital?’ because it has served 
the community well.

“If you develop on a greenfield 
site, then you have the 
extra costs of putting in the 
infrastructure.  It is very 
expensive to build a new 
hospital”.   And the cost of 
putting in the new services 
– everything from roads to 
electricity feeds – would all come 
from the same £100 million of 
funds available.

There is a second big advantage 
to renewing the existing WCH, 
said Mrs Heatly.  

“If we keep it on the current site, 
you can do it quickly because 
you may not need a major public 
consultation”..

And the new CEO is clearly 
another supporter of rapid action.

“I just want to get on with it now.  
I want to get the new facility up 
and built as quickly as possible”

The Copeland MP is happy to 
back a new hospital on the 
present site.

“A lot of people in our community 
will be reassured by a hospital 
built on the same site at 
Hensingham, and will see it as 
the best way to both ensure the 
location and to get best use for 
the money.

“The Cumberland Infirmary in 
Carlisle cost around £70 million, 
so we can create both a structure 
and service at Hensingham 
which delivers real progress for 
our people, our nurses and our 
doctors.

“The designs look great.  Now 
let’s get them off the drawing 
board and on to the site.”

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It may prove to be one 
of the most important 
days in West Cumbria’s 
history.

On January 23rd Prime Minister 
Gordon Brown made his first visit 
to West Cumbria.  The focus of 
his trip was the Sellafield nuclear 
site, bedrock of Copeland’s 
economy for the last 40 years.  It 
was the Sellafield trade unions 
who had invited the PM to come 
north.

Through those years the industry 
and its 10,000 directly employed 
workers has known political 
support, political hostility, and 
political ambiguity.

There was no ambiguity, though, 
in the message the Prime 
Minister brought to the West 
Cumbrian community.

“Nuclear is crucial to Britain’s low 
carbon future” said the PM.

“It is also crucial to our energy 
security.  And at the same time it 
represents a massive opportunity 
for the UK economy, and for jobs”.

What gave Mr Brown’s visit 
extra significance was the 
announcement earlier on the 
same day from the Nuclear 
Decommissioning Authority, 
whose national HQ is in 
Copeland.

The NDA statement confirmed 
500 acres of land next to 
Sellafield will be one of the 
locations on the short list for a 
new nuclear energy plant – or 
two.

Sitting between Energy Minister 
Mike O’ Brien and Copeland MP 
Jamie Reed, the Prime Minister 
said: “The NDA announcement 
is great news for Sellafield and 
good news for the British nuclear 
industries.  We are building a 
range of nuclear power stations”. 

Asked about the potential for 
the local economy, Mr Brown 
produced the numbers.

“During construction, each new 
station would bring as many as 

9,000 jobs, create up to 1,000 
skilled long-term jobs when 
operational, and be worth about 
£2 billion to the surrounding 
region and wider economy”.

Sellafield, said the Prime 
Minister, has a great history.  
“And at the same time it’s also 
got a great future”.

As the PM headed off, Unite 
trade union convenor John Tear 
commented: “We are delighted 
that the Prime Minister was able 
to find time in his very busy 
schedule to accept our invitation 
to visit Sellafield.

“His endorsement of the site as a 
potential location for the building 
of at least one nuclear reactor 
is extremely encouraging.  The 
same goes for his recognition 
of the vital role Sellafield has 
played and will continue to play 
in the delivery of the country’s 
nuclear programme.   He has 
given the workforce a huge 
boost”.

Gordon Brown Comes To Copeland and 
Declares “NUCLEAR IS CRUCIAL”
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The campaign trail has 
been long and winding, 
but it is now official.  A 
total of 30,000 patient 
places in four new 
dental practices are 
coming to West Cumbria.  
Right now there are over 
16,000 West Cumbrians 
on the NHS dentist 
waiting list.  

There will be one new practice 
in Egremont, another in 
Whitehaven, with Workington 
and Maryport making up the 
quartet.  NHS Cumbria will 
invest £1.75 million in the new 
practices.

A spokeswoman for NHS Cumbria 
said:  “The new practices will 
all provide NHS dental care in 
new modern premises, and will 
be centrally located with good 
access to public transport”.

Copeland MP Jamie Reed declared 
himself delighted.

“What this means, quite simply, 
is that everyone in Copeland who 
wants a local NHS dentist  will 
have one this year.

“It is fantastic news, and another 
sign that the real investments in 
our NHS over the last decade are 
paying off.

“This has been an enormous 
issue for many of my 
constituents for some years, 
and so I have consistently made 
the case for new and improved 
dental services to the Strategic 
Health Authority, the Primary 

Care Trust and the Department 
of Health.   I have also raised the 
issue in Parliament.

“I think great credit is due to Sue 
Page, chief executive of NHS 
Cumbria and to the primary care 
trust for listening and responding 
to our community’s campaign”.
